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ARMORGRANITE INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
ArmorGranite is a unique coating, that when properly applied, looks truly like stone or granite. By following these simple steps you can achieve a professional look.

Armorgranite is a relatively fast drying product (1-3 hours to touch). If skinning occurs, carefully remove skin, and if necessary filter the paint by pouring through a metal mesh filter or similar. Do not store below 35 deg or above 100 deg F.

Surfaces must be clean and dry.  Prime bare wood or porous surfaces with an appropriate solvent-based (not acrylic or water-based) primer/stain sealer such as Zinsser Bullsyeye, or Kilz.  We suggest doing a ‘mock-up’ or test so you can practice getting the desired results. Use a spare piece of wood or similar for testing.

ArmorGranite can be sprayed. If spraying, our primer is not required. Full coat coverage is needed to achieve desired results. During spraying you will see flecks being deposited on the surface, and changing the appearance during each spray stroke. This is normal. 
Once coated, if being used on a floor or counter or other area where the surface then the surface must be topcoated with UltraGlaze Clear Topcoat or our ArmorUltra 2-part Topcoat.

ROLLER APPLICATION:

All roller applications MUST use our Armorgranite primer.  Use any  standard 5/16 or 3/8 nap good quality roller cover to apply primer coat. Let dry 3-6 hours or until dry to touch. Primer is slightly textured to improve ArmorGranite rolling characteristics. Use std 3” brush for corners/edges.
Roll on Armorgranite with parallel alternating strokes. Load roller fully with Armorgranite between strokes. Then, re-roll without reloading roller in the opposite direction.  If necessary, roll again with diagonal strokes without reloading roller to achieve even, desired look.   Re-rolling in different directions will aid in eliminating overlapping roller marks. Armorgranite will have a slightly bluish, milky cast while wet, but will be true to color and smooth when dry.  If overall appearance is not achieved, then re-apply after first coat has dried. Do not overload the surface with wet material.

Note: Cut in/brush edges and corners first. Use smooth, gentle strokes (fast strokes can cause paint to splatter). Start rolling from painted towards unpainted areas. Avoid backrolling into partially dried areas.  Too much pressure may cause damage to color flecks or lift paint from surface and induce foaming. Application strokes should be continuous and in one direction and end each stroke by lifting, not ‘going back’. If finish is uneven, let dry and re-apply.   Avoid application in high humidity or temperatures.
SPRAY APPLICATION

Armorgranite is designed to be sprayed by and HVLP or conventional sprayer with dual regulated pressure pot. In general, conventional spray equipment will provide a slightly smaller pattern and muted appearance as compared to HVLP spray application.   DO NOT USE #200 INTERNAL MIX AIRCAP FOR CONVENTIONAL (Binks 2001 Spray Gun).  Do not use airless spray equipment  Remove all filters and strainers from spray equipment prior to use.  

Set material and air pressure to match approved sample sprayout. Air pressure and material pressure will vary depending on type of equipment and batch of paint used. First apply a light coat to facilitate full-coat application. Maintain uniform distance of 18-24 inches between gun and surface. Aim gun directly at surface (spraying at angle will distort pattern). Spray area comfortable to reach by horizontal strokes, overlapping each strong by 50%, then cross hatch same area with vertical strokes to eliminate any lap marks.  

Hints: Do not use gravity feed spray guns or airless equipment. Practice before spraying your area. Pattern and appearance will change after each spray stroke as more flecks are applied to surface.  At full  coat coverage pattern/appearance will stop changing.  Material will have a bluish, milky cast when applied. This will correct when cured.   Thin with small amounts of water if necessary, not to exceed 5%.  See spray equipment chart following. 
Cleanup: Warm soap and water. Flush/clean all equipment, brushes, etc immediately after use.

Do not tint.  Follow all directions and cautions on supplied cans. Keep out of reach of children. Flush eyes immediately with water if exposed. If ingested, contact physician and seek emergency room treatment.
